About the Tutor: 
 

Elizabeth Marshall travels all around the Otago 
region spreading the knowledge and magic of Art 
Clay Silver. Based in Dunedin, Elizabeth has been 
teaching students about Art Clay Silver for the past 
four years in Otago and Nelson. Elizabeth is also 
known for her varied whimsical wire pieces that are 
sold in and around the Otago Region. 

 
 

WHAT IS ART CLAY SILVER? 
Art Clay is water-based clay made of pure silver    
powder, water and non-toxic organic binder (bonding 
agent). Once Art Clay Silver is dried, it becomes hard 
like plaster, enabling you to carve it, engrave it, file it 
and sand it to a perfect finish before firing. Even after 
drying, Art Clay Silver may be changed back to clay 
with the addition of water. Leftover pieces and powder 
resulting from filing may be recycled, leaving no 
waste. During heating (firing) the non toxic binder 
burns away and the silver particles combine together 
to form a solid 99.9% pure silver object which can be 
hallmarked. Heating can be performed over a simple 
kitchen gas hob, camp cooker, blow torch or kiln. 
 
COURSE CONTENT 
In this one day workshop you will be shown how to 
use Art Silver Clay and create your very own pure  
silver ring, and possibly another piece i.e. pair of    
earrings. This is a fabulous opportunity to learn how to 
create beautiful handcrafted silver in a lot less time.
